SERVICE SCHOLARSHIP STATEMENT OF PURPOSE
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Beth El Service Scholarship Program awards funds to Beth El member youth for providing volunteer service to the synagogue in an approved weekly program after completion of their B'nai Mitzvah.  Most participants teach in the Shabbat TaRBuT program.  Other approved weekly Shabbat programs include Rimonim participants, Shabbat babysitters and SHAAR assistants and Shabbat Shorashim assistants.  Also, there are several Sunday morning approved weekly programs - Sunday Bar/Bat Mitzvah Program tutors and assistant,. 
The service scholarship award must be used by youth for a Jewish residential camp or Jewish travel experience.  Because Beth El Synagogue is a member of the Conservative Movement, these programs must have substantial Jewish content that includes education or study, celebration of Shabbat and observance of kashrut.
