GUIDELINES FOR RESIDENT CAMPING APPLICATION
1. Applicants must be residents of the greater Minneapolis area.  This excludes St. Paul and its suburbs.

2. The camp selected must be a residential, Jewish camp.  The camp must be located in the region unless a camper’s special needs (such as accommodations for children with disabilities or same-gender camping) can only be accommodated in another locale. 

3. If affiliated, a camper must first apply to his/her synagogue for financial aid.  Campers who attend Talmud Torah of Minneapolis must first apply to the Talmud Torah scholarship fund.  Campers must also request funds from the camp that they are attending before they apply to the Federation’s Camp Scholarship Fund.

4. Applications are considered by a Camp Scholarship Committee consisting of representatives of the Minneapolis area synagogues with scholarship funds, Talmud Torah, Herzl Camp, Federation staff and at least one at-large community member.  In order to be considered, the scholarship application must be filled out completely.  The committee will only consider requests accompanied by tax forms for the previous year.  Scholarship forms must be returned by the stated deadline in order to be considered. 

5. The scholarship is granted for one camp session per camper and is based only on the cost of camp tuition (excluding transportation, canteen and miscellaneous fees).

6. A scholarship will be awarded only after the Committee has reviewed the family’s finances, together with any extenuating circumstances and camp registration has been verified.  This is a need-based scholarship fund.

7. Scholarship payments are sent directly to the camps.
